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IV.  EXHORTATIONS 
16 These people are grumblers, chronic 
complainers who walk according to their 
own lusts and patronize others, flatter-
ing them to gain an advantage;  

17 So, you beloved, ought to remember 
the words spoken in advance by the apostles 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, saying to you,  

18 that, “In the end time there shall be 
disrespectful skeptics who walk accord-
ing to their own ungodly lusts.”  

19 These people are the ones who cause 
divisions, who are concerned about 
physical things, since they lack the Spirit.  

20 But, you, beloved, by building 
yourselves up on your most holy faith 
and praying in the Spirit,  

21 keep yourselves in God’s love; while 
waiting anxiously for the mercy of our 
Lord Jesus Christ to eternal life,  

22 be merciful to those who are having 
doubts,  

23 rescue some by snatching them from 
the fire; but show mercy to others with 
caution, hating even the tunic spotted 
by the flesh.
